     Your Local Neighborhood Pub Steak
Here’s the best steak you’re gonna find in your local 
neighborhood pub - a USDA choice bistro chuck steak from 
Buckhead beef from volunteer cattle, thrown to the flame 
and served with a bit of cumin-lime butter; smashers and

The Four Little Pigs
Four lithe sliders of BBQ Pork, prodded, poked, and pulled 
professionally on premises by our pork-pulling prep punks, 
presented with pickles and offered with onions, slaw on 
the side just along for the ride. $9.84 

I Can Has Bacon Cheezburgher? *
Rich, smokehouse bacon and sharp, bitey cheddar atop 
a manhole cover of grilled beef that’s more than able to 
satisfy even the most demanding carnivore. $9.97 Put 
your feet up, kick back with a PBR, and cancel your gym 
membership.

Turkey Burgher

of ground turkey (not leftovers) with dried cranberries, 
sage stuffing, and a little rosemary aioli instead of giblet 
gravy.

Grilled zucchini and a portobello cap paired with roasted 
red peppers, tomatoes, onion, fresh mozzarella cheese, 
and basil pesto mayonnaise. Served on a grilled ciabatta 
roll. $9.66 Fits nicely in the cup holder of your Prius.

Fresh Fried Cheesy Balls
We found this dude, Jon, who wanted to make fresh 
cheddar cheese balls. So he does.  In his (officially 
licensed and inspected) basement.  In hip Lawrenceville, 
of all places. We batter his curds and gently fry them ‘til 
even deliciouser, then serve with some of our sweet & 
spicy Gold Sauce.  $7.87  Jon started this whole thing 
himself, but had he inherited the business, we could say 
that where there’s a will, there’s a whey.

Buffalo Chicken Dip
A favorite of every Stillers party south of Penn Ave.  Oven 
baked, gooey, and full o’ spicy bird, served with celery 
sticks and pita wedges for dippin’. $9.85

Spinach Dip
Hot, creamy dip with artichoke hearts and cheese, served 
with pita for keeping your fingers clean. $7.79 

Chicken Quesadilla
